On the background of its vision of “Technology for a better society, SINTEF bases all aspects of its activity on taking the concept of sustainable development into account. The concept implies good corporate governance, social responsibility and respect for the environment. SINTEF’s evironmental policy aims to ensure that both our research itself, and the manner in which we operate, reflect consideration for the external environment. It is also intended to ensure that our own environmental performance is upgraded on a continuing basis.

We have committed ourselves to implement the following measures: 

· to strive to establish national and international R & D programmes aimed at the development of environmental technology

· to stress environmental considerations in our investments in knowledge development and laboratory facilities

· to reduce our emissions of greenhouse gases, reduce energy consumption and as far as possible, reduce potentially damaging emissions to the terrestrial environment, the atmosphere and water resources from our own activities

· to disseminate our knowledge, and provide premises for social debate and the design of national and international environmental policy

Action Plan: 2008 – 2010

We will introduce environmental control in accordance with the ISO 14001 Environmental Standard.

This will involve the following actions:

· We will set environmental requirements for our suppliers

· We will reduce energy consumption in our own buildings

· We will deal with our waste in such a way as to reduce it in quantituy, encourage sorting at source, and implement resource recovery and responsible final treatment

· We will carry out a critical study of our travel, with the aim of making it more environmentally friendly

· We will invest in technology that enables us to travel less

· We will identify the CO2 costs of air travel and invest at least the equivalent amount in the development of new environmental technology.
